A.Remove the packaging and move the 
chair into position.

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Test the Chair Stop Plate:
Activate the position 1 button on the foot-
switch or touch pad. Activate the position 0 
button, then press on the stop plate. The chair 
will automatically stop. As long as pressure is 
applied to the stop plate, the chair base will 
not go down any further.

Check the Chair Status LED:
ON: Normal operation.
SLOW BLINK: The cuspidor or stop plate limit 
switches have been activated. Remove any 
obstructing object.

D.Install seat 
upholstery.

A.Install armrest 
upholstery.

C.Install back upholstery.

B.Install headrest 
upholstery.
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NOTE Note: If a handpiece delivery system or light will be installed on the chair, do so before installing the 
upholstery.

To raise the chair:

Plug the chair into its power source. Tap the chair stop plate three times within five seconds, and hold on the 
third cap. The chair base will continue to rise as long as the stop plate is held in. This function is automatically 
disabled after five minutes but is re-enabled upon each power up.
