Connect the Wires and Data Line

Make the following connections in the support center:

4 Peel off the protective paper from the
adaptor board. Attach the adaptor board
to the support center frame.

2 Connect the black and gray wires to their
corresponding wire connectors.

3 Connect the wires to the positions on the
adapter board as labeled; brown to BRN,
red to RED, and orange to ORN.

4 Connect the data line from the adaptor
board to a data port.

5 Coil and secure the excess cable.

Prepare and Adjust the Light

Adjust the Dental Light Flexarm Counterbalance

Adjust the Rotation Tension Settings

Magnetic Level

Leveling Screws

1. Place a magnetic level vertically on the light post. Align the level with the leveling screws to be adjusted.
2. Align the light post by adjusting the leveling screws in the mount at the base of the post.

3. To change the tilt of the post, adjust the leveling screws on the top and bottom of the mount in opposite
directions. Which screws you tighten or loosen depends on the direction of the tilt you are trying to correct.
Tighten and loosen leveling screws in pairs.
